When Antiochus declared he was a god, he found
other factions coming against him. This was during
the intertestimonial period between Malachi and
Matthew, the time of the Maccabees. Antiochus



Epiphanes wanted everyone to worshim as god
and obeyhis law. This became a big issue in Israel,
especially in Yerushalayim. We are commanded
not to worship other gods, so the Israelis rebelled
against Epiphanes and Antiochus was outraged.
Mattathias Maccabee was an old priest with five
sons. They lived in Modin, @amall town near
Jerusalem. Yochanan Maccabee was active against
Antiochusand his armies, buf 6 h u Blacdabee
was so active that he was called the Hammerer.
They led the successful rebellion against .hiliney
kept Shabbat, circumcised their sons, allttiiegs
that made it hard to live, which required khutspah
(courage).

They moved against the military of Antiochus and
God gave then the victory in only three years.
They declared Israel would not be ruled by another
nation.

Antiochus had a pig sacrificeoh the altar in the
temple. The Maccabees cleaned the temple and
prepared it for rededication, but they only found
enough oil for one day. The dedication was to last
eight days.Even still, the lamps burned for eight
days. It was 25 Kislev. God brought nailes that
were military, but also extended one day of oil into
eight nights until more oil could be procured.
